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PURPOSE

To outline the dues payment structure for a global membership. $40.00 for countries listed as the low tier income economy*

$50.00 for countries listed as the low middle tier income economy


$60.00 for countries listed as the upper middle tier income economy


$129.00 for countries listed as the upper tier income economy.

A one-year Associate membership costs:


$35.00 for countries listed as the low tier income economy

$45.00 for countries listed as the low middle tier income economy

$ 55.00 for countries listed as the upper middle income economy

$109.00 for countries listed as the upper income economy.

A one-year Retired membership costs:


$20.00 for countries listed as the low income economy


$30.00 for countries listed as the low middle income economy
